                  Rosamond JV Pick up first win over Lopes

The Roadrunners JV got their first win of the season by the score of 14-12 over the Antelope Valley Lopes in a rare Thursday afternoon game played at Rosamond High School.

Touchdowns by AV’s Daniel Jager (11 yard run) and Tracy Williams (15 yard run) had the Lopes ahead 12-6 at the end of 3. But the Roadrunners kept coming and tied the game on Angel Gardoni’s 3 yard touchdown run on 3rd and goal at the 9:43 mark of the 4th quarter. Gardoni then handed off to John Cole Rous who pounded it into the end zone bouncing off a couple of AV defenders on the way to a successful two point conversion that put the Runners up 14-12 and wound up being the difference in the game, but not before a dramatic fourth quarter.  
With time running out and the Roadrunners seemingly in control, AV’s Holden Porter jumped on a fumble at midfield to give his team possession on the Rosamond 48 and 2:34 left on the clock. From there Yeager ripped a 30 yard run all the way to the Rosamond 15 and suddenly the Lopes were in position to win the game.

But a big tackle by Runners lineman James Magnolia on a second and 15 kept the Lopes from advancing and set up the tackle of the afternoon on the next play.  
With Yeager racing down the left sideline and picking up speed it looked like he might have a shot at the end zone until he was met head on by Rosamond’s Devin Soria. The two collided with a loud pop that could be heard across the field and well up into the stands but Soria held on and took the Lopes quarterback down to end the drive.
Both players were slow to get up and Yeager was unable to return to the field after the play forcing the Lopes to attempt a 30 yard field goal on 4th and seven that was blocked by the Rosamond defense adding a dramatic ending to a hard fought battle by both teams and a 14-12 win for the Roadrunners.  

Asked about the win after the game, Rosamond coach Brian Wilson said “We were  pretty evenly matched with these guys but our kids wanted it more and did a great job executing the plays today” adding “Matthew King,  Florencio Calderon, and Cory Kent did an awesome job on defense and Cole-Rous ran the ball well the whole game”.
  kept it close for the first half of their opening game against Boron  trailing just 12-0 after the first quarter and 20-0 after two. But the Bobcats added two second half touchdowns and the Runners offense never got on track Friday night in their season opening game at Boron High School. 
Larniker Payne had two touchdowns for Boron while Domique Gutierrez scored twice, both in the first quarter.
