   Rosamond falls to Kern Valley in first game of League Play
 The Kern Valley Broncs took advantage of some second half Rosamond miscues and came away with a 17-7 win at Rosamond High School on Friday night in the first game of High Desert League play for both teams.  

Despite a solid running attack and an effective defensive performance, some untimely turnovers and penalties proved too much for the Roadrunners to overcome.  

Tied 7-7 at the half, Rosamond was set to start the third quarter on offense but instead the Broncs recovered a pooch kick and took possession on the Rosamond 29.  Javier DeSantiago recovered a Kern Valley fumble to stop that drive but the Runners returned the favor a few plays later turning the ball over on their own 12. 
An unsportsmanlike conduct penalty gave the Broncs a first and goal at the Rosamond 4 yard line and from there Travis Gibson punched it in for his second touchdown on the night and a 14-7 Kern Valley lead at 5:54. Cory Mixon added a 27 yard field goal with just 26 seconds to go in the third and that’s all the Bronc’s would need as their defense kept the play near midfield for the remainder of the contest. Gibson also scored on a 49 yard run midway through the second quarter with Mixon kicking the extra point on both touchdowns. 
Elijah Knod got his team back in the game late in the second banging into the end zone from the 3 and Gabriel Quinteros successful PAT tied it at seven with just 54 seconds left in the first half. The touchdown capped a 58 yard drive that featured nice runs by backs Tyrell Jackson and Brendan Facey who each had carries of over 20 yards to set up the TD.  Jackson led the Roadrunners offense with 99 yards on 15 carries. 

Rosamond (1-5, 0-1) will travel to Edwards AFB next Friday to play the local rival Desert Scorpions (3-3, 1-0) while Kern Valley (2-4, 1-0) will play at California City (3-3, 0-1).
