The Antelope Valley Lopes got their first win since 2008 defeating the Roadrunners 36-0 at Rosamond High School on Friday night.

The Lopes running game proved too much for Rosamond to handle with two players gaining over a hundred yards rushing. Travion Tucker ran for 165 yards on 15 carries and two touchdowns while DeJuan Wall added 117 and a touchdown.

Tucker started the scoring for AV with a two yard quarterback sneak finishing a 50 yard drive at 7:25 of the first that was set up with a 40 yard run by Wall. Two possessions later Joseph Madrid broke down the left sideline from the Rosamond 40 all the way to the end zone and Joshua Bragg punched in the two point conversion with 0:37 left in the quarter  for a 14-0 lead after one for the Lopes. 
AV forced a 3 and out to start the second then made good on their first possession when a 40 yard run by Tucker set the Lopes up at the Rosamond 16. From there Wall found daylight on the right side and took it all the way in at 10:32 to put Antelope Valley ahead  20-0 at the half.  

Travion Tucker scored again at 8:24 of the third capping a 68 yard drive by going up the middle from the four and Ulysses Lewis’s successful PAT made it 27-0.  Just two minutes later the Lopes cashed in on a Rosamond fumble taking possession on the Runners 10 yard line and Bragg eventually banged it in from the 1. Lewis kicked the PAT and AV went up 34-0, then added a fourth quarter safety for the final score of 36-0. 

The bright spot of the night for the Roadrunners was defensive tackle Mike McCarty who seemed to be everywhere for the Rosamond defense. McCarty had four sacks and a fumble recovery along with a touchdown saving tackle when he tracked down DeJuan Wall late in the second after Wall had stripped the ball and was on his way to a sure six points. 
Rosamond also gave their home fans something to cheer about in the third quarter when Adam Cope took a pitch from quarterback Andrew Carney then hit Brendan Facey with a 20 yard pass. Facey barely got both toes down along the right sideline for the completion as he was being pushed out of bounds. Also playing a strong game for the Runners on special teams was Dedrick Haven who had a couple of nice returns including his best for 34 yards in the second quarter. 
The Roadrunners fall to 0-2 with the loss and Antelope Valley improves to 1-1.  Rosamond will travel to Burbank to play Bell Jeff next Saturday while AV will host Village Christian.
