Overcoming adversity is a big part of any successful football program. The California City Ravens were able to do just that on Friday night at Rosamond High school and the result was a dominating 38-6 win over the Roadrunners. 

Playing without their leading rusher senior Greg Nolan who went down with food poisoning earlier in the day along with junior strong safety Matt Warr and junior linebacker Eduardo Herrera,  Ravens head coach Daniel Williford was forced to make last minute adjustments and find a way to make their offense and defense work without three of their key players. 

“We’ve been telling the kids all year that at some point we were gonna need everybody” said coach Williford after the game”, adding, “tonight was the night we needed everybody to step up, and they responded well.”  

The game was never in doubt with Cal City scoring once in the first quarter and twice in the second to take a 20-0 lead by halftime. Sophomore quarterback Robert Maldonado broke loose for a 44 yard TD run at 6:21 of the first and senior defensive end Patrick Conklin stripped the ball away from the Rosamond quarterback at midfield and took it 50 yards for the touchdown at 9:53 of the second. Maldonado hit a wide open Nazario Morales with a 25yard TD pass as the buzzer sounded to end the half. 

The Ravens struck twice more in the third with Vince Harris collecting a 35 yard pass from Maldonado at the Rosamond 25 and taking it in for the touchdown from there after shaking off a Rosamond defender. Sophomore cornerback Antonio Day added a spectacular 61 yard interception return for a TD at the end of the third and freshman Dylan Wolford scored early in the fourth on a 10 yard quarterback keeper to make it 38-0. 

Rosamond Sophomore running back Devin Soria managed to finally give the home crowd something to cheer about when he scampered into the endzone from the ten capping a 66 yard drive with just 37 seconds left in the game to break the shutout for the Roadrunners. The touchdown was the result of several solid carries by senior quarterback Dominic Stefanoni and senior fullback Elijah Knod and a nice catch and run by senior wide receiver Jordan Trejo who caught a Stefanoni pass at midfield and ran it to the Ravens10 yard line to set up the TD.

The Roadrunners were without starting middle linebacker Gabriel Hernandez but their biggest problem without a doubt was their seven turnovers, four of which led to Ravens touchdowns.  
 
Cal City improved to 6-4 overall and 3-2 in league with the win while the Roadrunners finish at 1-9 and 0-5. The Ravens will wait until Sunday to find out who they will face in the High Desert League playoffs while Rosamond ends the season with seven straight losses, a total of three wins over the past two years, and plenty of unanswered questions about their football program.
