Its long been said that Football is a game of momentum. That saying rang true on Friday night at Rosamond High school when the Desert Scorpions rallied around one key defensive play that was probably the turning point of what had been a very close game. 

The defining moment came with just over two minutes left in the second quarter with the game tied at 6-6. Rosamond quarterback  Ian Bowen connected with an open Jordan Trejo at the Desert 30 yard line and Trejo streaked down field untouched for what looked like a sure touchdown.

But just as he reached the one yard line Deserts Justin Bishop caught him from behind and stripped the ball which bounced into the end zone. The play was ruled a touchback and what looked like a sure six points for Rosamond turned into a first and ten for Desert on the 20 yard line. The Rosamond defense forced a 3 and out but two plays later Bishop picked off a Stefanoni pass at mid field and took off down the left sideline for a 50 yard touchdown run to make it 12-6 Desert. 

On the ensuing kickoff the Scorpions recovered an onside kick and on the first play from scrimmage quarterback Jeff-Ray Delator hit Bishop with a pass at the Rosamond 30. Bishop took it in from there for his second touchdown of the night and Walter Burghardt punched in the two point conversion and all of a sudden Desert had a 20-6 halftime lead in a game that was tied at 6-6 with just two minutes left in the second quarter.  

Things didn’t get any better for Rosamond in the second half.  Kyle Hall picked up a blocked punt at the 30 and ran it in at 9:30 of the third then intercepted a screen pass on the Runners next drive and took that one 30 yards as well for his second TD of the game. Burghardt scored on a 45 yard run and Delator raced 62 yards on a quarterback keeper to make it 46-6 at the end of three and added a 5 yard TD in the fourth.  Also scoring for Desert was Will Keene who ran in a 28 yard screen pass at 2:24 of the second.    

A bright spot for Rosamond was the play of Dominic Stefanoni who shared quarterback duty as well as playing DB and fullback . Stefanoni scored both the Runners touchdowns finishing off a 68 yard drive at 3:46 of the second with a five yard TD run and getting the game’s final TD with a nice five yard run around the left side on a quarterback keeper with just 2:03 left. Justin Smith caught Stefanoni’s two point conversion pass to make the final score 53-14. 

Desert improves to 2-0, 5-2 with the win while Rosamond drops to 0-2, 1-6. The Scorpions will play Cal City on the road next Friday while the Roadrunners will travel to Frazier Mountain.
