The Rosamond Roadrunners stayed right with Village Christian through the first two quarters of play at Rosamond High School on Friday night but the Crusaders scored 20 unanswered points in the second half to put the game away 41-13.

Village Christian scored three times in the first half with John Amodeo punching one in from the 2, Luke Rawlings getting six on a 40 yard run, and quarterback Cayden Boyd connecting with Tyler McGinnis on a 14 yard swing pass.

Answering for Rosamond was Oliver Aldrick with a 12 yard TD reception thrown by Dominic Stefanoni and Jordan Trejo scored on a 50 yard run to keep the Runners within 8 points at halftime down just 21-13.

But the second half was all Village Christian.  Rosamond fumbled on their first possession early in the third and the Crusaders got the ball turning it into a touchdown on the next play when Scott Maxwell ran it in on a nice 26 yard reverse and Kenny Chun added the PAT. 

Rosamond went 3 and out and Village Christian scored again when freshman quarterback Jess Henkle hit sophomore Tyler Rolls with a 27 yard TD pass to make it 34-13 at 5:56 of the third. Amodeo finished off a 45 yard Crusader drive banging into the end zone from the 3 for his second TD of the night at the 1:38 mark of the third to make it 41-13 which ended up being the final after a scoreless 4th quarter.   

Henkle was 8 for 12 with 147 yards passing for Village Christian while back-up QB Cayden Boyd went 1 for 4 with 14 yards and a TD pass. John Amodeo led the Crusaders with 110 yards rushing on 20 carries while picking up two touchdowns.  Luke Rawlings led the defense with five tackles and two assists with a sack followed by Will Franfian who had 4 tackles and a deflected pass.

Village Christian improves to 3-2 with the win while Rosamond drops to 1-3.  The Roadrunners travel to Tehachapi next Friday to face the Warriors who are 3-1 on the season.
