               Roadrunners Fall to Bell Jeff in Home Opener

The Rosamond Roadrunners took on the Bellarmine Jefferson Guards in their home opener of the 2011 season on Friday night in Rosamond. Bell Jeff exacted some revenge for a home loss to the Roadrunners last season by coming away with 27-18 win.

Rosamond scored first after Joey Lewis recovered a fumble on the Bell Jeff 47 yard line.  Some nice runs by Elijah Knod and Austin Watts got them to the 1 and Knod punched it in from there to give the Runners an early but short lived 6-0 lead.  

Things looked good for Rosamond when Jordan Trejo jumped on another Bell Jeff fumble just minutes later to give them the ball on the Guards 34 yard line. But Demitre Moreno quickly turned things around by picking off a Dominic Stefanoni pass and racing down the left sideline for what looked like a sure touchdown for the Guards until he was hunted down and caught from behind by a streaking Stefanoni who knocked him out of bounds at the two yard line. 
Three plays later Joshua Martinez took it over the middle for the touchdown and quarterback Mitch Kellog hit Moreno with a five yard pass for the two point conversion for a 8-6 Bell Jeff lead at 5:40 of the first quarter and the Guards would not trail again for the remainder of the contest.  
Bell Jeffs Michael Gomez capped a 30 yard drive with a one yard TD and Kellog connected with Martinez for a 60 catch and run to put the Guards up 20-12 at half time. The Runners Jordon Trejo scored his first of two on a 40 yard run off a reverse to keep Rosamond in the game down by just 8 with two quarters still left to play.  
But the Guards weren’t about to let this one get away. Martinez scored his second on the night at 8:40 of the third with a 43 yard run to put Bell Jeff ahead 27-12 at the end of three. Trejo scored the lone touchdown of the 4th quarter finishing off a 30 yard drive with a nice 12 yard run to make it 27-18 with 8:12 to go but that’s as close as Rosamond would get. 
Knod had 93 yards rushing on 17 carries to go along with his touchdown for the Runners while junior running back Austin Watts had 54 yards on 15 tries. Trejo picked up 79 yards to go along with his two TD’s on just seven carries.  

The Roadrunners (0-2) will host Lucerne Valley next Friday with hopes of picking up their first win of the season.
