         Runners Dominate Lucerne Valley 38-7 for First Win
The Roadrunners won their first game of the 2011 season by dominating the Lucerne Valley Mustangs on both sides of the ball coming away with a 38-7 decision  Friday night at Rosamond High School.

Rosamond wasted no time putting points on the board finding the end zone three times in the first quarter and twice in the second. 

Jordon Trejo scored on a 20 yard catch and run from quarterback Dominic Stefanoni, a 34 yard run, and also turned a short Stefanoni screen pass into a 42 yard TD. Elijah Knod punched one in from the 3 and Stefononi helped his own cause with a 40 yard touchdown run to give Rosamond a commanding 32-0 halftime lead.  

Lucerne Valley got on the board at the 4:35 mark of the third when Adam Garcia banged up the middle from the 9 yard line for 6 and Alex Perez added the PAT to close the gap to 32-7. But the Roadrunners got that one right back on their next possession when Knod scored his second of the night capping a 58 yard drive with a 24 yard TD run up the middle that closed the scoring to make it 38-7.  Rosamond freshman Ian Bowen got in the game to take a few snaps at quarterback late in the fourth quarter.

The Mustangs were without the services of their starting quarterback Alondre Logan who was still recovering from a concussion.  James Lee took over at QB playing in his first game ever at the position. Also out of the line up for Lucerne Valley was starting Linebacker Vinny Risler. 
The Roadrunners improve to 1-2 with the win while Lucerne Valley drops to 0-3. Rosamond will host Village Christian next Friday to finish off a three game home stand.
